Major Resources/Industries:  Fishing, Farming

-- includes the provinces of Newfoundland, Nova Scotia, New Brunswick, Prince
    Edward Island
-- the Vikings had a settlement here 1000 years ago in Newfoundland

-- Nova Scotia was settled by most Scottish people who called it “New Scotland”

-- many immigrants came through the sea port in Halifax, Nova Scotia

-- has the Bay of Fundy which has the highest tides in the world in New Brunswick

-- PEI is Canada's smallest province

-- potato farming is the most important industry in PEI

Write three interesting things you learned about the St. Lawrence Lowlands/Great Lakes Region of Canada.
Major Resources/Industries:  manufacturing, mining, farming
-- this area is in southern Ontario and Quebec

-- this area has very cold winters with heavy snowfall

-- this area has very hot and humid summers

-- a large percentage of the population of Canada lives here

-- Niagara Falls has a very large hydro-electric plant that provides electricity to
   Canada and the United States           

-- there are large forest areas

-- car manufacturing is very important

Write three interesting things you learned about the Prairie Region of Canada.
Major Resources/Industries: farming (grain), cattle, forestry, mining
-- the prairie provinces are Manitoba, Saskatchewan, and Alberta

-- has over 1/3 of Canada's farmland

-- makes over 2/3 of Canada's bread

-- many immigrants came here for free farm land many years ago

-- has large forest areas in the north

-- many cattle farms

-- many dinosaur bones discovered in Alberta

-- many lakes and rivers
Write three interesting things you learned about the Western Mountain Region of Canada.
Major Resources/Industries: forestry, mining, fishing 
-- most westernly region of Canada

-- includes mostly British Columbia and the Yukon Territory

-- more than ½ of the Western Mountain Region is covered in forests

-- includes the Rocky Mountain range 

-- has the tallest mountains in Canada

-- has the largest ice field in Canada

Write three interesting things you learned about the Canadian Shield Region of Canada.
Major Resources/Industries: mining, forestry
-- largest physical landform region of Canada

-- covers over ½ of Canada's land area

-- many large forests

-- thousands of lakes

-- lots of igneous rock found here
Write three interesting things you learned about the Tundra Region of Canada.
Major Resources/Industries: mining, fishing
-- includes the Northwest Territories and Nunavut

-- very cold winters that can last up to 10 months

-- most of the population are Native Canadians

-- Nunavut became it's own territory in 1999

-- the sea is covered in ice all but one month of the year

-- people get their supplies off freighters during late July only

-- not much vegetation grows

-- many wild game, sea creatures, polar bears
